TUCSON, ARIZONA (pronounced TOO-sahn) offers visitors

a charming combination of old and new. Located in the
midst of a 10,000-year-old Native American settlement,
Tucson is distinguished as the longest continuously
inhabited region in the Northern Hemisphere. The city
formally was founded in 1775 and is still called “the Old
Pueblo” for the adobe fortress, or presidio, that marked its
early borders. Over the past three centuries, Tucson has
grown from Spanish outpost, to dusty frontier town, to
bustling territorial-days railroad hub, to a mature city
known as one of the fastest-growing urban areas

in the country.

STRIKING CONTRASTS define Tucson, from an ethnically-

mixed heritage to extreme landscape variations. Tucson'’s
architecture, art, music, and cuisine reflect the influences
of the Native American, Spanish, Mexican, and territorial
settlers who traveled to and through this area. Here, natural
desert vegetation coexists alongside emerald fairways, and
rolling hills give way to rugged mountains. Tucson is best
experienced with all the senses: view the vibrant sunsets,
smell the sweet desert rain, feel the warm air; hear the lively
mariachi music, savor the fresh green-corn tamales. This
treasury of history, culture and scenic beauty, combined
with a relaxed way of life, sets Tucson apart from other

cities—and leaves visitors longing to return.



DOWNTOWN is the vibrant heart of the city. Within its few
square blocks, visitors will find everything from brightly-
painted adobe homes, to ornate mansions that once
housed the city’s movers and shakers, to contemporary
high-rises. A walking tour of downtown is a delightful

way to explore Tucson’s unique past.

NATURAL BEAUTY surrounds Tucson. Not far away from

the developed city lie lush tracts of saguaro-studded hills;
a riparian canyon where streambeds run full in the spring
and cottonwood trees turn in the fall; and cool mountain
peaks flourish with ponderosa pines and wintertime
snow. Brilliant nighttime skies continue to captivate both

romantics and serious stargazers.

REAL WESTERN FOLKLORE is rooted in Southern

Arizona. This is where the Earps and Clantons faced-off
at the O.K. Corral, the US Cavalry battled Geronimo and
Cochise, and where Hollywood created its own version of
the Old West. Day trips to real Western towns and major

rodeos offer a glimpse of yesterday’s untamed frontier.

SAGUARO NATIONAL PARK comprises 80,000 acres

of pristine, living desert where a remarkable variety
of plants and animals thrive. It's possible to see a
wandering coyote, jackrabbit, or roadrunner. The
Sonoran Desert's largest concentration of the majestic
saguaro cactus flourishes here, along with palo verde
trees, rare cacti, and wildflowers that bloom vividly in

spring and summer.

Museums and galleries
of Native American and contemporary art, creative
photography, natural history, and pioneer heritage thrive
here. The most-recognized and photographed cultural
landmark in the Southwest—Mission San Xavier del

Bac—is 10 miles south of Tucson.

TRANSPORTATION: Tucson is convenient to reach, by air,

Amtrak Railway, national bus lines, or car. Interstate 10,
a main highway between California and Florida, passes
by the city’s downtown and skirts its southern border.
Tucson International Airport is served by many major
airlines with connections to major United States cities
and international destinations, with a connecting time
of 90 minutes or less. Nonstop air service is available to

16 major destinations throughout the nation.
